Overview:

M8711 High Temp Mold Release Paste Wax is a
scientific blending of carnauba, synthetic waxes and
thermo resins to provide consistent performance in high
temperature molding.

Direction for Use:

1. Mold surfaces should be cleaned to remove any
previous waxes, sealers, compounds or other surface
contaminants. A mild polish may be required to
remove any previous semi-permanent sealers or
release agents. Afterwards use MG380 Mold Cleaner.

2. For best results, use an applicator sponge to apply and
a micro fiber towel to wipe off.

3. For new molds or plugs apply three (3) to six (6) coats

of M8711 allowing each coat to haze up before wiping

off with a micro fiber towel. The sooner the wax is
removed after hazing the easier it is to remove.

Allow 15-30 minutes between applications/coats.

If M8711 is being used on a new mold or plug, it is

recommended that PVA be used over M8711 for the

first one (1) or two (2) molding cycles.

6. After the first two (2) molding cycles, apply one (1)
more coat of M8711. Under optimal conditions it is now
possible to achieve multiple releases before a new
application of M8711 is required.

Keep away from heat, sparks, open flames, and hot surfaces.

Ground or bond container and receiving
equipment. Use explosion-proof electrical/ventilating/lighting
equipment. Avoid breathing vapors. Use only outdoorsorin a
well-ventilated area.
